rotect yourself iys from skin cancer

Australia has one of the highest rates of skin cancer in the world. This is due to our climate, our proximity to the equator
and our love of being outdoors. Being Sun Smart is an effective way to reduce the risk of developing skin cancer. It is
important to educate and provide our children with appropriate protection during all school activities. Our children are at
school for 5 out of the 7 peak periods of UV per week. This UV exposure contributes significantly to the development of
skin cancer later in life. We can all play a role to minimise exposure and encourage sun protective behaviours.

1: Slip: Sun protection clothing should be made from close weave fabric and maximise skin coverage.

2: Slop: Sunscreen should be applied 15-20 minutes prior to going outside using a broad-spectrum SPF 30+
sunscreen and reapplied every 2 hrs.

3: Slap: A SunSmart hat has a wide brim or is legionnaire style with a brim of 8 to 10 cm.

4: Seek: Adequate shade, both in the forms of shade structures and tree planting, in outdoor areas.

5: Slide: Close fitting wrap- around sunglasses provide the best protection.
